The Mary Godfrey Playhouse is located next to East High School
in Cheyenne. The theatre seats 245 people and can accommodate
up to 8 wheelchairs (for a total capacity of 253). The lobby has

a small bar area and comfortable seating, great for cocktail parties. The
spacious stage is well suited for touring shows, concerts, meetings, trainings and
your next event! As CLTP is an active theatre company, we alternate the use of each
theatre, so they are subject to availability.
